INSPECTION REQUEST – CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY – RELEASING OF UTILITIES
1. All requests for inspections will be received on our 24 Hour Inspection Request Line, 

(770)477-3571.

2. Requests for inspection received by 8:30 AM will be scheduled for that day.  This policy includes all SLAB INSPECTIONS (building, electrical, plumbing, and sewers).

a. All inspections must be called in by General Building Contractor or his superintendent.

b. All residential roughs are done at the same time.

c. Commercial projects may have individual roughs on each trade such as electrical wall cover up, etc.

d. ALL FINAL INSPECTIONS (commercial & residential) are done at the same time.

3. Utilities will be released when all trades have an approved Final Inspection and all holds on a project are satisfied.

4. Appropriate utility companies will be called the following work day after all approved inspections are made.  Residential Certificate of Occupancy will be issued the following day after utilities are called.

5. Commercial / Industrial projects (including apartments) will need to submit the following documents for a Certificate of Occupancy.

a. Written request for Certificate of Occupancy.

b. Listing of all Subcontractors on a project.

c. Letter of release from Transportation & Development Dept. on all projects that required a grading permit.

6. All reinspection fees are required to be paid before a final inspection is approved and before utilities are released.

7. INSPECTORS will be in the office Monday through Friday from 8:00am – 9:00 am and 4:00pm – 5:00pm.  
FIRE MARSHALL INSPECTIONS:  General Building Contractor must call for inspections.

Apartments, Commercial / Industrial, PLEASE CALL (770) 473-7833

A Certificate of Occupancy signed by the Fire Marshall must be obtained prior to occupying the premises.  Request for 100% inspections should be made to this office at least five (5) working days prior to completion of the building.  A copy of the Fire Marshall permit must be kept on display at the job site at all times.
